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Highlights of Miner Library Online

1. Literature search request forms online.  Under: How Do I? Request a literature search. http://www.urmc.rochester.edu/hslt/miner/literature_search/
2. Library catalog (Voyager), on left side bar, and under JOURNALS AND BOOKS:

Tells you what books, journal titles, government documents etc. U of R libraries subscribe to and own, both in print and electronic.
3.  E (electronic) Journals, under JOURNALS AND BOOKS:

Tells you  the electronic journals to which the U of R libraries subscribe.  Remember to check the years of the subscription.
4. If you know the article you are looking for, and you want to know if we have it full text online, you can either:

--- Click on Link to Article under Ejournals from our homepage,

 or

--- Click on PubMed@UR and then click on the left sidebar of PubMed, Single Citation Matcher. When you find the citation, click on the authors, and then you will see the red FindText@UR button.  Click on that.
5. Databases for literature searches:
On left sidebar:

--Ovid Medline

--PubMed@UR
--Web of Science
Other databases:

ON left sidebar, click on MORE:

Click on databases at river campus libraries.
Click on the pertinent subject list.

6. Medical textbooks on left sidebar:
--ACP Medicine
--Harrison’s Online
--UpToDate
--Books@Ovid, Stat-Ref, MD Consult include many medical texts

7. Interlibrary Loan system is called ILLiad.  It is located on the left sidebar, or at: https://illiad.lib.rochester.edu/MIN/  No charge for books or articles within the U of R system.  $2 for students.
8. Electronic Books:

All the E Books to which Miner subscribes are listed in alphabetical order under E Journals, found under the main heading JOURNALS & BOOKS in the center area, upper left.
9. E-Resources Blog is located under JOURNALS & BOOKS on Miner’s homepage.  Sign up for email updates, so you can stay informed about changes to Miner Library’s databases, online clinical tools, online drug resources, electronic journals and books.
10. Pubmed Tips:
--Pubmed consists of the Medline, indexed, citations, and non-indexed citations
--Check Details box to see how Pubmed mapped your terms; from there, you can delete terms

--Use History to see your search statements, and combine them

--PubMed automatically “ands” the terms you put in the searchbox; to direct it to “OR” terms, use nesting (parentheses)

--Set up a My NCBI account to save searches and get updates

--Clipboard is for temporary storage

12. Some of the Toxnet databases:

ChemIDplus - Dictionary of over 370,000 chemicals (names, synonyms, and structures). Includes links to NLM and other databases and resources.

Chemical Carcinogenesis Research Information System (CCRIS) - Carcinogenicity and mutagenicity test results for over 8,000 chemicals. 

Developmental and Reproductive Toxicology Database (DART) - References to developmental and reproductive toxicology literature. 
HSBD (Hazardous Substances Data Bank) – 5000 chemical records.  Topics include: chemical/physical properties, toxicity- human and animal,metabolism/phamocokinetics.
Genetic Toxicology Data Bank (GENE-TOX) - Peer-reviewed genetic toxicology test data for over 3,000 chemicals. 

Integrated Risk Information System (IRIS) - Hazard identification and dose-response assessments for over 500 chemicals. 

International Toxicity Estimates for Risk (ITER) - Risk information for over 600 chemicals from authoritative groups worldwide. 

Drugs and Lactation Database (LactMed) - A peer-reviewed and fully referenced database of drugs to which breastfeeding mothers may be exposed. Among the data included are maternal and infant levels of drugs, possible effects on breastfed infants and on lactation, and alternate drugs to consider.

Toxics Release Inventory (TRI) - Annual environmental releases of over 600 toxic chemicals by U.S. facilities. 
Toxline  - bibliographic database covering the biochemical, pharmacological, physiological, and toxicological effects of drugs and other chemicals. 1965-. Citations are from PubMed and other government and special sources.
